Political and Socio-economic Developments Affecting Children


The most significant political event of the reporting period was the re-election of President Hashemi Rafsanjani for his second term which marked the sixth presidential election since the revolution.  The June 11, 1993 vote saw a turn-out of 58% of an electorate of 29 million with approximately 63% giving President Rafsanjani their support.  A turn-out of below 60% compared with over two-thirds in the 1989 election in which President Rafsanjani received 94.5% of the total votes.  The electorate's relative dissatisfaction was clearly conveyed via surprisingly high vote (24%) for a rival of Mr. Rafsanjani, a free-marketeer who had no basic disagreement with the President, instead concentrating his criticism against mismanagement, waste, corruption, bureaucratic privileges and unfair taxation.



In general, President Rafsanjani's re-election opened a new round in the country's post-revolutionary economic and social development.  The pace and nature of the reforms in the coming years will obviously have to concentrate on economic recovery.  This will probably require some difficult structural adjustments whose impact on the living conditions of the poorest elements of the population may prove to be delicate to negotiate.  The fact that the only minister of the new cabinet who did not receive a vote of confidence from the Parliament was the Minister of Economic Affairs who was also Minister in the old cabinet is a first indication of this growing difficulty.



In the new cabinet, Dr. Marandi, who was Minister of Health from 1984 to 1988, has been reassigned as the new Minister.  Dr Marandi, during his first assignment had been the driving force towards the development of the successful PHC network in Iran.  He had also been an active member of the Bellagio IV meeting leading to the establishment of the WSC goals and participated at the Florence meeting that produced the Innocenti Declaration. 



During the last twelve months, Iran conducted an active foreign policy to raise her diplomatic profile and counter its relative isolation.  Iran took the initiative in trying to end the dispute over the Persian Gulf's small islands with the United Arab Emirates and handled skillfully a potentially explosive row with Saudi Arabia over the Haj.  This more open policy may need some time to produce benefits and will be further complicated by the recent developments between Israel and PLO which Iran strongly disproves.



The long awaited decision to end the multiple exchange rate system was taken last March effectively devaluating the national currency by 95.6%.  The Rial's show of strength displayed so far encouraged the Government and re-assured the public.  However, this strength depends on how long the state banks can keep on meeting hard currency demands with limited resources and declining oil revenue.  In order not to further devaluate the currency, the Government might be forced to make more radical cuts than was anticipated.



Until last year, Iran was known as one of the few countries free from external debt.  The need to rebuild the country after the Iran-Iraq war, the need to repair and modernize the production capacity, combined with shrinking oil resources have changed this situation.  In early 1993, the Government announced that external debt amounts to US$ 30,000 million.  Following initial control measures, the actual debt is estimated at US$ 20,000 million.  The debt problem may become serious as seen in the country's difficulty since mid 1992 in keeping up with letter of credit payments, a situation which has severely damaged Iran's hard-won credit worthiness.  The officials insist that the Government has enough resources to meet all contingencies.  Oil revenues this year are still being projected at an optimistic US$ 18,000 million - following a year in which they appear to have fallen short by about US$ 2,000 million.



In July 1993, Iran's Central Bank lowered a previous forecast of six per-cent growth in domestic product (GDP) in the Iranian year starting 21 March 1993 and revised it between four to five per-cent.  The GDP growth for 1992 was estimated to be at six per-cent.  The main reason is said to be devaluation of the currency by up to 95% in March 1993 which increased inflation and in turn forced many industrial production lines to close or to cut production.  Twenty per-cent of the GDP is from industrial production.  According to official figures, the wholesale price index rose by 30% during the reporting period.  There is a belief here that if the Government would not have tightened the money supply, inflation would have been higher than it is now.



Privatization is steaming up in all directions.  Recently, the largest Government vehicle factory put 20% of its share for public auction.  The notion of privatization for health and education services is gradually being injected into the media and into the head of officials.



The Plan and Budget Organization (PBO) is now finalizing the Government's development strategy for the longer term.  The Organization recently provided an out-line of the second five-year plan scheduled to start in March 1994.  The plan has yet to be polished and presented to the parliament in late 1993, but the out-line makes clear the main themes of the Government's approach to economic and social development up to the turn of the century.  The document lays much emphasize on privatization and the gradual halting of subsidies.  Greater reliance is placed on tax revenues for current spending, leaving oil revenues for development of the country's infrastructure.  The PBO's plan summary concentrates on the energy, telecommunications and housing sectors.



In general, it can be concluded that the Government will somehow manage to deal with its financial difficulties.  However, it is most likely that the economy is set for a difficult few years which are bound to increase dissatisfaction, raise the political temperature and add to the sufferance of the already vulnerable groups.



For the first time since the revolution in 1979, the World Bank has resumed large scale activities in Iran.  From mid 1992 till now various missions visited the country, negotiating a multi billion dollars package.  In the health sector, a 400 million dollars loan has become effective (the first of the package) in July 1993.  This project will allow the Government to complete the national Primary Health Care infrastructure in financing the construction and equipment of more than 600 Rural Health Centers. It will also assist in expanding and improving the efficiency of the national Family Planning Programme.  The World Bank health project has been prepared in close coordination with UNICEF. The expansion of the PHC network will greatly enhance the impact of the UNICEF supported activities, particularly those leading to the achievement of the health related mid-decade goals.



With regard to the population increase, probably the most serious problem of the country, there have been some positive changes.  The population growth rate has been officially lowered to 2.3% from over 3.3% per annum.  The Centre for Statistics has revised its population estimation of 1991 to 55.8 million.  This was mainly due to the correction of the miscalculation made in 1991 census.  Family Planning programmes are receiving more attention and an unprecedented openness has been developed when talking and referring to these programmes.  The fruit of the family planning programmes is yet to be ripe if the Government can financially afford to continue the activities.  There is a belief that a change in perception of a family size due to enormous economic pressures experienced by the majority of the people has contributed to the decrease in population growth rate.



Concerning the refugees residing in Iran, another burden to the Iranian Government, the situation has slightly changed during the reporting period.  A large scale spontaneous repatriation of Afghan refugees began during the first half of 1992.  UNHCR and WFP launched a repatriation assistance package in order to facilitate the voluntary return of Afghan refugees.  The cumulative total of spontaneous and UNHCR assisted returnees reached approximately 750,000 by end July 1993.  The remaining population of Afghan refugees in Iran is estimated to be 2.3 million.



No major development influx has been observed among Iraqi refugees.  According to the Iranian Government official report, in July 1993, the total number of Iraqi refugees in Iran was 767,000.  More recently a new influx of Iraqi shiites seems to be taking place in the southern part of the country.  The current conflict between Armenia and Azarbaijan may also generate an additional influx across the northern border.



A semi-official study of 1991 estimates that 59% of urban and 55% of rural households are living below the poverty line as defined for the Iranian situation.  Since no significant positive development has affected the socio-economic of low-income families since 1991, this situation should not have been improved.  On the other hand, removal of subsidies, high inflation rate, increasing unemployment together with other negative aspects of austerity measures may have even increased the percentage of households living below the defined poverty line.  Low-income families tend to be larger in size and therefore in number of children.  Therefore, the absolute number of children living below the poverty line will not follow the above percentages and will exceed 59 and 55 percent of the total under-5 children for urban and rural settings, respectively.

The budget and distribution of expenditure


The negative impact of economic degradation can easily be felt in social sectors in the recent years.  Although the health budget increased by about 18 percent since last year, the actual increases in public health expenditure is gradually loosing pace, the average increase having been over 30 percent annually since 1980.  It is even more disturbing to see that a substantial amount of 18% increase has been allocated to curative services.  The budget for Family Planning and Population programme has had an increase of 65 percent, reaching 20 billion rials in 1993.  



The percentage of Government expenditure on primary education and public health stands at about 30% of the Government budget.  The growth in population is putting pressure on social services, calling for efficient use of resources if achievements of the past are to be sustained and new goals to be achieved.



The devaluation of local currency by about 20 times has adversely affected most social sectors.  Shortage of drugs and limitations on the import of medical supplies and equipment for the Primary Health Care system are immediate outcomes of this economic adjustment policy.



The negative effect of currency devaluation is further aggravated by privatization policies and reduction of food subsidies.  Although the Government is trying its best to protect the poorest the lack of clear economic adjustment policies and adequate monitoring system makes this formidable task rather difficult.



During 1993 devastating floods struck south and eastern Iran repeatedly.  The floods had a disastrous effect on the already weak infrastructure including Primary Health Care network system, schooling system, roads and water supply.  Resources from other parts of the country were mobilized in order to respond to the emergency needs of affected population.
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Major Developments in Advocacy for World Summit Follow-uptc  \l 2 "Major Developments in Advocacy for World Summit Follow-up"


The World Summit and the NPA had been major advocacy tools for this office in 1993 also.  Within this framework the office has been able to effectively promote the Baby Friendly Hospital, micro nutrient deficiencies, family planning and safe motherhood (and actively involve media for children).



UNICEF was particularly successful in advocacy for women and girl child issues in 1993.  This programme had an excellent start with a National Multi-sectoral Workshop on Gender Analysis.  The workshop drew a lot of publicity from the media and has indeed played a major role in bringing this sensitive issue into focus among the media as well as ministries such as Education, Agriculture an Health & Medical Education.



The National Plan of Action, approved in 1991, has been a decisive instrument to secure the inclusion of the WSC goals in the second National Five Year Plan.

PRIVATE 
Current Status of the Conventiontc  \l 2 "Current Status of the Convention"


After the Islamic Republic of Iran had signed the Convention on the Rights of the Child in 1989, the Convention was translated and distributed by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs among responsible authorities and ministries for their comments.  Upon compilation of these, the Convention was handed over to the Cabinet for proposing to the Majlis (Parliament) for ratification.  In spite of UNICEF Office pursuance, the Cabinet delayed this process considerably due to "bureaucratic lethargism".  However, finally in June 1993 and as a result of UNICEF's intensified contacts with the President's Office and the Human Rights' Conference of June 1993 in Vienna, the Cabinet approved Iran's ratification of the CRC and delivered it to the parliament for final and actual ratification.  UNICEF-Tehran has met with the responsible Parliament Committee and been assured of their support and rapid action accordingly.



Within the Office's CRC advocacy, the office sponsored the participation of Ms. A. Taleghani, Head of the most prominent Women's Non Governmental Organization (NGO) to the Human Rights Conference in Vienna.  Upon her return, she has advocated the CRC as well as the Convention on the Non-Discrimination Against Women with the public, media and at the ministerial level.



The Office has also widely distributed the Persian CRC booklet which is accompanied by a Legal Study of the Status of Iranian Children.  The book has been greeted with much interest among authorities, the media, researchers and students.  The Legal Study of the status of Iranian Children was found to be a very comprehensive and innovative achievement by the country's most prominent female lawyer and one-time head of the country's juvenile court, Ms. S. Ebadi.  As a result, UNICEF has had it translated into English for future printing and distribution among UNICEF colleagues in other countries and Headquarters as well as the CRC Committee who will be able to refer to it once Iran has ratified the Convention and shall be obliged to report to the committee regularly.

PRIVATE 
Preparation/Review/Refinement and Implementation of the National Programme of Actiontc  \l 2 "Preparation/Review/Refinement and Implementation of the National Programme of Action"


The commitment of the President to the Summit Declaration and the NPA was very vital in the process of preparation for the 2nd National Plan (1994-1998).  As a result, the NPA goals are now an integral part of the National Socio-economic Development Plan.

PRIVATE 
Monitoring the 1990s Goalstc  \l 2 "Monitoring the 1990s Goals"


Monitoring of the Summit goals is carried out through routine reporting system and ad-hoc studies and surveys.



In this respect UNICEF has been actively involved in two fronts.  Firstly, to strengthen the existing monitoring system and secondly, to advocate for a unified set of vital statistics.



UNICEF assisted the Ministry of Health to computerize health information at provincial level. It is expected that by the end of 1994 all 270 districts will be computerized with UNICEF technical support and World Bank funding.



The need to produce indicators for goal monitoring that would be nationally agreed upon and internationally accepted required the mobilization of high level technical assistance. UNICEF was able to propose a workable mechanism through which a unified set of data could he produced by using the information generated by all concerned sectors. 

PRIVATE 
Mid-decade Goalstc  \l 2 "Mid-decade Goals"


The Summit Goals were the basis for the National Plan of Action, which in turn became the basis for the 93-97 Country Programme Exercise leading to the submission to the 1993 Executive Board. The year 2000 Goals mentioned in the NPA have all been retained in the Second National Five Year Plan currently being finalized.  



Due to this particular timing situation, the Goals have been set mostly for 1997, making a little easier the task to accelerate the strategies and plan for the mid-decade achievements.  The Workplan for mid-decade has been prepared in July and already discussed in HQ.
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Multi-Donor Evaluationtc  \l 2 "Multi-Donor Evaluation"


The Evaluation Report considers that UNICEF is giving too much attention to the Service Delivery strategy at the expenses of capacity-building and environment.  Clearly this is not the case in Iran.  The Master Plan of Operation states: "UNICEF will act as a catalyst and mobilizer (..) to identify and raise awareness of priority problems, and highlight successful innovative approaches to address these problems."  (MPO, article 4) The Country Programme is almost entirely devoted to capacity-building and empowerment and practically no assistance is given to service delivery.  This aspect should have been more clearly elaborated upon in the programme documentation.



The insistence of the Evaluation Report on the need to give more priority to women's issues is very much appreciated.  As can be seen below, initial breakthrough were realized in Iran this year, both in terms of capacity-building and empowerment.  The first by technical support to Women's Associations and the second through Facts for Life and technical assistance for acceleration of young girls' education.  



However, the current corporate priority for the mid-decade goals might hamper the continuation of these efforts.  The '95 Goals are indeed not very "gender sensitive" and could give the impression that the women priority is down-played.  This is probably more a question of presentation than substance but should be addressed before it becomes a 'misunderstanding'.

PRIVATE 
Family Planningtc  \l 2 "Family Planning"


The issue of population and the ever-increasing rate of urbanization has been one of the major topics of discussion and debate among policy-makers, concerned ministries and the public at large.  This is mainly the result of a rise in the population growth rate from 2.7 percent between 1966 and 1977 to 3.9 percent between 1976 and 1986.  Many factors contributed to this heavy increase such as a significant decline in child mortality; the discontinuation of family planning programmes and even at times encouragement towards fertility.



Having realized the negative effect of this accelerated population growth on the socio-economic development of the country, the government of Iran has taken strong measures to control the population growth rate.  The support of religious leaders, Council of Ministers and the Parliament to family planning programmes, has resulted in the ratification of the "Population Control and Family Planning Act" in May 1993.  This Act was later approved by the High Council of Guardians.  The family planning programme in Iran focusses on 3 major activities namely training and awareness building, the provision of contraceptives and research and evaluation.  UNICEF Tehran has been actively supporting the family planning programme in the following areas :

Advocacy and health education 


UNICEF has been focusing on safe motherhood and family planning as an integral part of mother and child health.  Posters, folders, brochures and plan-a-dates have been printed and widely distributed jointly by UNICEF and the Department of Family Planning at the Ministry of Health and Medical Education.



As part of advocacy UNICEF actively assisted the Ministry of Health & Medical Education (MOH & ME) and UNFPA with the preparation of the Regional Conference on Family Planning which took place in September 1993 in Tehran.  The delegates from ECO countries, Central Asian Republic, India, Malaysia, China attended this meeting.  One of the objectives of this gathering was to identify mechanisms through which UN agencies in particular UNFPA and other neighbouring countries could support family planning programmes in the new Republics.  During the course of the meeting, UNICEF's policies and its role in family planning programmes in Iran were discussed.

Training


Effective communication remains a major challenge in promoting family planning practices among families.  UNICEF is working closely with MOH & ME in training of health managers on principles of health education in family planning.



UNICEF also assisted the Population and Family Planning Department in preparing a family planning training package to be used by the National Family Planning Training Centre.

Women Empowerment and Girl Education 


The activities related to promotion of girl education and women empowerment, although not dealt with under this project, both have a sharp focus on safe motherhood and family planning.

PRIVATE 
Use of Global Fundstc  \l 2 "Use of Global Funds"


During 1993 UNICEF Tehran did not use any Global Funds.

PRIVATE 
Basic Educationtc  \l 2 "Basic Education"


Over the past decade 15 years the Islamic Republic of Iran has had a clear policy of expanding basic education among Iranians, in particular in rural areas, among girls and women.  This policy  has been implemented through a great expansion in number of schools in villages, teachers' training and employment, social mobilization etc.  The Ministry of Education has been responsible for school-age children and the Literacy Movement for adults and older children.  The results have been enormous with the literacy rates of the country having increased from 61.8% in 1986 to 72.1% in total in 1992, from 35.5% to 52.1% for women and from 58.9% to 71% for men in the years 1976 to 1986.  The total rural rates are 48.4%.  Total school enrolment has increased from 12,817,000 in 1988 to 16,657,000 in the 1992-93 academic year.



However, much remains to be done in particular in the area of girls' and female education and guidance (6th - 8th grade).  The situation is more serious in deprived rural areas such as those identified within UNICEF's Girls' Education Project, Kurdestan, Kohguiluyeh and Boyer-Ahmad and Hormozgan.



The joint UNICEF-Ministry of Education project aims at increasing girls' enrolment and completion rates at the primary level in these provinces.  The project has been signed and entered it's first stage of exploration and research aimed at identifying the related success and hindering factors.  Several field investigations have been carried out .  



Basic education for adults continues through the Literacy Movement.  They have had 2 million students per year since 1990.  However, the Movement is facing several major problems and issues, among theme is the possible relapse to illiteracy of it's students, the non-functionality of it's instruction content and the question of whether the same investment in school-age children would not have been more effective.  In spite of these debates, the Literacy Movement has no doubt been very effective in expanding basic education among all and in particular rural women in the country.



Several new trends are to be witnessed in the country's education system in the past one or two years.  These are:


1.The expansion of private and semi-private schools in the capital and other cities of the country.


2.The trend towards increasing the minimum standards and qualifications for teachers, even in the primary level and also in villages.


3.New policies intended at modernizing the curriculum.  this has begin with the secondary school system which is being gradually changed into a credit-system.


4.Computer Education in the secondary school.



The effects of these policies will become visible only in several years.  While privatization of some schools seems inevitable on one hand in a country with 17,000,000 pupils, will it not lead to the formation of a new elite and further fall in standards of other schools?  Will the higher of minimum qualifications for teachers not further exert the present lack of teachers willing to work in deprived villages?  Is it a realistic policy at this junction of time?  Such questions and others shall no doubt be debated and debatable henceforth until the patterns become clear.



UNICEF has also been involved with the Literacy Movement in preparation of national reading material for neo-literates based on the Facts For Life booklets.  The Office has also been actively involved with the School Health Department in publishing and distributing Facts For Life and related booklets among teachers and pupils.



The office has invited several officials from the Ministry of Education and Literacy Movement (together with other sectoral representatives) to visit the BRAC's non-formal education programme in Bangladesh in September 1993.



Approximately 25% of the country's budget is allocated to education.  Over the past year several World Bank Missions on education have visited the country and identified projects for loans including the physical structure of schools, Ministry of Education staff training etc.  The actual implementation of these projects has not yet begun.  The missions have been in contact with UNICEF regularly.

Women's Development and The Girl Child


In the civil code of the Islamic Republic of Iran, men and women have the same rights concerning property, voting, referring to courts of law, making a will etc.  Differences exist in rules pertaining to marriage and divorce, custody of children, guardianship, nationality, alimony, place of residence etc. 



During the past year we have been witness to extensive debates regarding divorce and the rights of women.  Among the recent developments in favour of women has been the recent bill stating that all family property obtained after marriage should be divided between the husband and wife.  Another change in divorce cases is the enforcement of Ojrat-ol-Mesl - that is the right of the wife to demand fees for the services she has provided to her husband during years of marriage.  However, the application and enforcement of these new regulations is what has to be pursued and evaluated.  The appointment of a female legal advisor to all family tribunals is another positive development that can enhance enforcement capacity of the new regulations.



Other positive developments at the national level include an increase of up to 30% in ratio of female students of medical specializations including neurology, surgery etc.  Previously female students were given preference in only a few specializations including gynecology and paediatrics.



During a three day seminar on the Social Participation of Women (March 1993) organized by the Universities of Tehran and the Tehran Provincial Women's Committee extensive discussions and lectures were given on the legal status of women as well as the need to incorporate women in the national development plans of the country.



The second Five Year Plan of the Islamic Republic of Iran is being finalized and it seems that in spite of the efforts of the Women's Bureau of the President's Office, gender concerns have not been truly incorporated though some progress is encouraging, especially in the area of education.



The Women's Empowerment Framework presented by UNICEF Headquarters has been introduced into the country through a  workshop held in May 1993 with the cooperation of the President's Women's Bureau.  Participants at this Workshop included senior staff from over 30 ministries and organizations dealing directly with planning, programming and implementation.  The workshop was a breakthrough in the country  and widely covered by the media.  First of all it resulted in material being translated, distributed and published on WID and GAD for the first time in the country.  It has led to an informal network of professionals interested in WID through which the subject matter has also been transferred to their ministers and supervisors.  The workshop also aroused the interest of other ministries, organizations and researchers in using the Framework.  UNICEF has been invited to collaborate with the Agricultural Extension Office in a similar Seminar/Workshop set for the 5th of December 1995.  We cooperate with a  Masters student of rural development whose thesis is the "Application of the Women's Empowerment Framework in the Villages of Tafresh in Iran".



UNICEF Tehran is planning to invite a Gender Analyst in 1994 to review the gender sensitivity of all it's programmes.  The results will hopefully allow us to incorporate the gender issues in the workplan for achieving the mid decade goals.  Within the UNICEF and Ministry of Education joint project on Girls' Education the greatest sensitivity has been shown in involving the girls themselves and articulating the overall status of girls in the deprived provinces concerned.  This perspective has had a positive effect on our counterparts who like our own staff are beginning to see matters in a new light.



The translation and dissemination of the Farsi Girl Child booklet has proven to be an effective advocacy tool.  The booklet has been widely distributed in the country, quoted in several media articles and used at Universities and by researchers.  The same can be said of the Farsi Strategies for Girls' Education booklet.  Experience has shown that printed material based on recent research and international experiences is very useful in a field which is new to the country.
